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Clothing and Accessories

Tops
X Hang the front of the shirt so that the hook of the hanger faces you like a question mark. ?
X Secure the left and right side of the shirt to the top left and right side of the hanger with safety pins to
prevent slippage.
X Secure the tag with a tagging gun or safety pin as shown in the diagram.
Bottoms
X Use a shirt hanger for pants, skirts, capris and shorts.
X Safety pin the pants to the top left and right side of the hanger. See video for best example.
X Pin the fabric just above the pocket area, as it is generally thinner and the easiest place to pin.
X Attach the tag to the upper right hand side of the front of the pants, as you are looking at it.
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Clothing Sets

Use a shirt hanger for clothing sets and attach the shirt as explained above.

Flip the hanger over and attach the bottoms to the back of the shirt (NOT Inside).

Make sure the front of the bottoms is facing outward so the customer can see easily.

Secure the tag to the top right hand side of the shirt with a tagging gun or safety pin. See diagram above.

Place one small piece of masking tape on the bottom sole of each mate.

Write your consignor # on each piece of tape.

Thread a zip tie (aka cable Tie) through the loops, straps, buckles, or laces of each mate and zip shut.
Take your tag and a generous piece of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap
the packing tape around to secure. Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction,
covering the tip of the zip tie to avoid any slippage.

If your shoes do not have any loops to connect with a zip tie, only then should you use a baggie to secure
mates together. Make sure to properly and generously secure bag and tag with packing tape.

Our display methods are tried and true ways to provide security for your shoes and maximize your chances
of selling the item.

Socks & Stockings

Gather a group of socks or stockings.

Make sure the items are the same size.

Place in baggie and secure with packing tape.

Generously secure with tape. Fold the bag if necessary and wrap tape around several times to prevent
pieces from getting out.

Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Gloves & Infant Hats

Either sell as a group or individually.

Make sure the items are the same size if grouping.

Place in baggie and fold the bag if necessary to reduce extra space in the bag.

Wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent pieces from getting out.

Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

You can also choose to sell a hat with a matching outfit by safety pinning the hat to the item.

Hats For Ages Toddler and Up
X Hats that are intended for ages toddler and up should not be placed in baggies, so the customer can get an
accurate feel for its size.
X To increase your chances of selling this item, tag it individually.

X Attach the tag with your method of choice; tagging gun, safety pin, or use a zip tie through a loop with the
tag taped to the side of the tie.

X You can also choose to sell a hat with a matching outfit by safety pinning the hat to the clothing item.

Hair Bows
Custom Made Bows:

X Every season we have a few consignors who choose to set up a hair bow display to sell their custom made
or new hair bows. Consignors are welcome to set up displays as long as each item is individually tagged.
Bow displays are treated the same as any other consigned good, and it is the consignor's responsibility to
set up and break down their own display rack if used. Consignors can also bag hair bows and display them
in bins on our tables.

Hair Bows for Re-Sale:

X If you are simply re-selling your child's bows, please wash and/or disinfect first to avoid the transfer of lice.
X Bag the bows and wrap packing tape around the bag to secure.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Purses & Belts

X Thread a zip tie (aka cable tie) through a loop of the purse or buckle of the belt and zip it shut.

X Take your tag and a generous piece of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap
the packing tape around to secure. Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction,
covering the tip of the zip tie to avoid slippage.

X Customers will purchase belts more often with this method because they can see the length, as opposed to
it being bagged.

Jewelry
Due to recent CPSIA Laws, TTT does NOT accept jewelry intended for children ages 12 years and
younge r. We do accept jewelry for teens and moms.

Jewelry Displays:

X Every season we have a few consignors who choose to set up a jewelry display to sell their custom made or
new jewelry. Consignors are welcome to set up displays as long as each item is individually tagged. Jewelry
displays are treated the same as any other consigned good, and it is the consignor's responsibility to set up
and break down their own display rack if used. Consignors can also bag their jewelry and display them in
bins on our tables.

Jewelry For Re-Sale:

X If you are simply re-selling your jewelry, bag the item and wrap packing tape around the bag to secure.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Infant Items

Onesies & Undershirts

X First decide if you will be selling the onesie/undershirt individually, or in a group.

x If you are selling a group of onesies/undershirts together, simply safety pin the shoulders of the
items to the top left and right hand side of the hanger.

X Hang the front of the item(s) so that the hook of the hanger faces you like a question mark. ?

x If selling individually, secure the left and right side of the shirt to the top left and right side of the hanger
with safety pins to prevent slippage.

X Secure the tag to top right hand side of the shirt as you are looking at it.

Bibs, Burp Cloths, & Receiving Blankets

X  First decide if you will be selling the items individually or in groups.

X If you sell your items in groups, keep same gender and like items together. Boy, girl & neutral categories
are separated on the sales floor.

X Place the item(s) in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Nursing Equipment & Supplies

Pumps:

X First, verify that any electronic items are working correctly. Check breast pumps thoroughly as sometimes
even though they power on, they loose their suction.

X Disinfect any items that are meant to be sterile.

X Utilize your zip ties, baggies and packing tape to secure all parts from being removed, especially for
expensive items.

X Remember, it is best to stay secure. A customer can always ask for help at the front if they want to further
inspect the item.

Nursing Bras and Other Nursing Supplies:

X Place the item(s) in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Taping tag to the bag, tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we
can remove the tag during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Diapers & Wipes

X Either use the bag that the diapers/wipes are currently in, or place the items in a plastic baggie.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Kitchenware & Accessories

NO USED PACIFIERS. Disinfect all teethers and nipples before selling.

For Items Sold in Groups:

X Place the item(s) in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag
during checkout without having to cut the bag.

For Individual Items:

X Secure tags well with tape on at least 3 sides of the tag.

X When taping the tag, allow a small corner free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout quickly.

X For items that do not have a tapeable surface area, utilize zip ties or baggies to properly secure your tag to
the item. Wrap packing tape around baggies and follow the same directions listed above, or secure tag to
the edge of zip tie with packing tape and then again around the front tip of zip tie to prevent slippage.

Baby Food & Formula

X Must be new and manufacturer sealed.

Check all formula and baby food for expiration date.

Items that expire on or before October 2, 2010 will not be accepted.

If you choose to sell items in a group, place items in a baggie. Fold baggie over to remove excess space,
and generously wrap with packing tape to secure items from being removed. Tape the tag to the bag.
When taping the tag, allow a small corner free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout quickly.

Fabric Floor Play Gyms

X X X

x

X Fold the gym so that the arch is at the top, and the fabric mat is at the bottom.

X Get a full sized hanger and 2-4 zip ties.

X Place the hanger so the hook faces you, positioned like a question mark.

X Take the arch of your gym and place it to the top of the hanger.

X Use the zip tie to attach each side of the arch to each side of the top of the hanger.

X Depending on the weight and size of your gym, you may need to use 2 zip ties on each side.

X If your zip ties are not long enough to reach around the arch and the hanger, simply thread and
zip together multiple ties until it is long enough to use.

X Attach the tag to the outside facing, bottom part of the mat.

Equipment & Furniture

X It is imperative for the security of your item, that you follow our display methods when tagging your
equipment.

X Make sure attachments will not fall off your item. Safety pin soft attachments, and zip tie or tape hard
attachments well.

X If you have equipment that is sold as a set with other large pieces of equipment, you will need to zip tie
them together. If zip tieing them prior to drop off will cause transportation difficulties, bring your supplies to
drop off so you can quickly secure them after inspection. Most likely you will need to thread multiple zip ties
together to get the length you need to wrap around and through equipment.

X Locate the handle or top section of equipment where a zip tie can be threaded and zip it shut. Take your tag
and a generous piece of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap the packing tape
around to secure. Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction, covering the tip of the
zZip tie to avoid any slippage.

Reminders:

X Equipment is set up by the consignor at drop off.

X TTT does not accept molded equipment, equipment with soiled straps, stained fabric, or heavily discolored or
scratched plastic.

X Check your items for recalls using the search link provided on the previous page.

X Wash or scrub your equipment prior to tagging.

X Car seats, booster seats, and infant carriers manufactured in 2004 or before are not accepted. Check the

back plastic part of the item or the side of the carrier to find the manufacture date or expiration date.

X Locate a handle or loop where a zip tie can be threaded and zip it shut. Take your tag and a generous piece
of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap the packing tape around to secure.
Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction, covering the tip of the zip tie to avoid
any slippage.
X If your furniture does not have a handle or space where a zip tie can be secured, you can tape the tag to the
item. Tape all 4 sides of the tag to the item well.
Reminders:

Check furniture for recalls using the search link provided on the previous page.
Furniture is set up by the consignor at drop off.
TTT does not accept furniture that is not stable (wobbly), damaged, or missing hardware.
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Toys & Entertainment Items

Baby Dolls

X Secure tag to the baby's shirt preferably with a tagging gun, or with a safety pin.

X If the baby comes with accessories, place pieces in a baggie. Wrap packing tape around the baggie and the
baby together several times. Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so
we can remove the tag during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Barbie Dolls or Action Figures

X Place the item(s) in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag during
checkout without having to cut the bag.

Toys

TTT does not accep t toys that are from fairs or carnivals, fast food prizes or any other type of
promotional toy.

Electronict  oys should have batteries included. You increase your chances of selling the toy when the
customer knows it is in working c ondition . We recommend buying Dollar Store or Big Lots batteries to
save money.

Small Grouped Toys or Toy Accessories:

X Place the item(s) in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.

X Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag during
checkout without having to cut the bag.

X See video tutorial for the best visual example.

Standard Size Household Toys:

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the toy. Allow a small corner free w/o tape so that we can remove the tag
safely at checkout.

X If the toy does not have a flat, tapeable surface area, utilize zip ties or baggies as necessary to secure. Refer
to the example above for securing baggies. If using a zip tie, locate a loop or space where a zip tie can be
threaded and zip it shut. Take your tag and a generous piece of packing tape: place the side of the tag
against the zip tie and wrap the packing tape around to secure. Press firmly and add another piece of tape in
the opposite direction, covering the tip of the zip tie to avoid any slippage.

Big Toys:

X Locate a handle or loop where a zip tie can be threaded and zip it shut. Take your tag and a generous piece
of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap the packing tape around to secure.
Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction, covering the tip of the zip tie to avoid
any slippage.

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Stuffed Animals

X Secure tag either with a tagging fun or safety pin.

X Small stuffed animals can be sold as a set in a baggie. Generously wrap packing tape several times around
the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed. Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a
small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag during checkout without having to cut the bag.

Reminder:

X TTT only accepts popular character stuffed animals (Ex: Disney Characters, Clifford, Curious George, Barney,
Sesame Street, etc).

DVDS, VHS, CDs, & Computer Games

X Inspect each DVD, CD or Computer Disc, and VHS Tape. Make sure they are in working order. We do not
accept damaged items.

X Items must include their original cases.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the case. Take caution in the type of tape you use. Test a small area to
make sure your tape does not tear the case. Allow a small corner of the tag free w/o tape so that we can
remove the tag at checkout.

X During inspection, we open cases to verify that items are not scratched or damaged and that the titles match
the case.

X We will have tape on hand to seal cases from being opened after inspection. If your drop off appointment
does not permit enough time for you to seal each case, manpower permitting, we will secure them during
pre-sale preparation.

Books

Do to recent CPSIA Laws, TTT does not accept books published on or prior to 1985, or bo oks made from
vinyl material (soft plastic books often seen for babies).

Individual:

Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the book.

Place the tag so that customers can read the title of the book.

Take caution in the type of tape you use. Test a small area to make sure your tape does not tear the case.
Allow a small corner of the tag free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout.

Sold as a Set or Group:

Bundle like books intended for the same age and gender.
Place the books in the bag, and fold the bag over so there is no excess space.
Generously wrap packing tape several times around the bag to prevent items from being lost or removed.

Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag during
checkout without having to cut the bag.

Board Games & Puzzles
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Check your game or puzzle and make sure all the pieces are included. If a trivial game piece is missing,
list it or handwrite it in your tag description.

Boxed Games & Puzzles:

Secure sides of the game or puzzle with tape to prevent pieces from being taken out.

Take caution in the type of tape you use. Test a small area to make sure your tape does not tear the case.
Tape the tag to the item.

Allow a small corner of the tag free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout.

Toddler Style Puzzles:

If your puzzle is simply a base with puzzle pieces that fit into it, you will need to secure the actual pieces
from falling out.

Wrap the puzzle in saran wrap to keep all pieces in their slot. Doing this will enhance the display of your
item, and increase your chances of selling it.

Tape the tag to the item on at least 3 sides.

Allow a small corner of the tag free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout.

Make sure items are in working order.

Electronic toys should have batteries included.

You increase your chances of selling the toy when the customer knows it is in working condition. We
recommend buying Dollar Store or Big Lots batteries to save money.

Tape the tag to the item.

Allow a small corner of the tag free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout.

Decor

Bedding

X Display in a clear plastic bag, preferably the kind that bedding sets are normally sold in.

X Include a detailed description of what is included in the set. If you don't have enough room to type it in the
tag description, include a handwritten list inside the bag for the customer to see.

X Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the bag. Allow a small corner free of tape so we can remove the tag during
checkout without having to cut the bag.

Regular Blankets

x

Fold blankets length wise and get a full sized hanger.

Position the hanger so the hook looks like a question mark facing you.

Place the top of the blanket to the top of the hanger.

Safety pin the narrow, top left and right side of the blanket to the top left and right side of the hanger.
Safety pin or use a tagging gun to attach the tag.

Trinkets

X Be creative and use supplies such as boxes, bags, packing material, etc to keep items safe and visible. Be
sure to wrap packing tape around baggies several times to prevent items from being removed.

X Tape tag to item.

x If the item does not have a flat, tapeable surface area, utilize zip ties or baggies as necessary to secure. If
using a zip tie, locate a loop or space where a zip tie can be threaded and zip it shut. Take your tag and a
generous piece of packing tape: place the side of the tag against the zip tie and wrap the packing tape around
to secure. Press firmly and add another piece of tape in the opposite direction, covering the tip of the zip tie to
avoid slippage.

Reminders:

x Use your own discretion when entering expensive and or breakable items. TTT is not responsible if
they break or get damaged.

x Use caution when applying tape to decor. Some tapes do not stick to the item and others will peel
packaging or paint off the item and can ruin it. Customers may decide not to buy an item if the
packaging is torn from the tag, especially if it was meant for a gift.

Throw Rugs or Fabric Chairs

x Bag or wrap items that you do not want to get dirty such as area rugs, small fabric chairs, etc.
These items are displayed on the floor and can sometimes get dirty or trampled on. If the item is
bagged, it can't get dirty.

x You can use clear plastic paint tarps, space bags, dry cleaner bags, or even clear trash bags to
protect your item. Wrap packing tape around the item and the bag several times to secure.

x Tape at least 3 sides of the tag to the plastic, or safety pin the tag through the plastic and the
fabric.

x Allow one small corner of the tag free of tape so that we can remove the tag at checkout.
